He developed it to assist educators in creating personally relevant online learning environments. The platform was developed around social constructivist pedagogy and stresses interaction, collaboration, and learner independence.

	Moodle has developed and adapted through the contributions of a global community of developers and educators. It has become one of the most successful LMS systems across the globe, with over 200 million users. Regular updates enhance functionality, usability, and accessibility. 
Moodle features 
1. Customizable: Because it is open-source, users can adapt Moodle to meet their specific needs. 
2. Interactive: Moodle has features like forums, wikis, and chat rooms where collaboration occurs. 
3. Mobile: Moodle has a mobile app that allows learners to engage when not near their computer. 
4. Multilingual: Moodle supports multiple languages, making it a global tool. 
5. Scalable: Moodle is useful in small institutions or large universities. 
6. Secure: Moodle has security measures to insure user data is protected. 
7. Accessible: Moodle has features that helps the users with disabilities.

 Moodle has many features to provide a versatile platform for all online learning. Some of the key functions include: 
· Course creation: Instructors can create and organize courses, to include content, activity, and assessments.
· Communication tools - Instructors and learners can connect through forums, chats, and messaging. 
· Assessment tools: Moodle provides a variety of assessment tools, quizzes, assignments, databases. 
·  Customization: Moodle is quite adaptable to the needs of each individual institution or course. 
· Integration with other tools: Moodle can be incorporated with other educational resources, such as video conferencing platforms or virtual labs. 

Moodle’s Caracteristics 

This open-source Learning Management System (LMS), allows educators to build, and manage courses online. Moodle is built with a modular system that allows for adding, or removing functionalities from the LMS as plugins. It also provide a flexible framework for teachers to build their courses, upload resources, create quizzes, and facilitate discussions by mixing and matching functionality. 
Moodle can be used to: 
1. Manage Higher Education courses, exams, and lectures remotely 
2. Train employees; create personalized training modules track progress, and incorporate gamification 
3. Engage learners using a Blended Learning approach that includes traditional face-to-face based classroom learning with online learning resources 
4. Provide collaboration opportunities for group projects, peer reviews and discussions
 5. Curates lifelong learning opportunities that could enhance an employee's professional development, or encourage engagement for personal interest. 

Impact of MOODLE on education
Moodle is greatly influencing education through:
• Providing flexible learning: Moodle allows students to access educational content and participate in activities more flexibly than previously.
• Improving collaboration: Moodle is conducive to learning with and/or from others, in addition to facilitating collaborative interactions with educators.
• Supporting various learning modalities: Moodle can be used to support various learning preferences and modalities.
• Providing a cost-efficient option: Being open-source, Moodle can be a low-cost option for educational institutions.
