	Standards of Textuality
Beaugrande and Dressler (1981) outlines seven standards of textuality: cohesion, coherence, intentionality, acceptability, informativity, situationality, and intertextuality. These standards define a text as a communicative occurrence, essentially, a meaningful interaction (between writer or speaker and reader or listener) through language. If any of these standards are not met, the text fails to communicate effectively and is considered a ‘non-text.’ These standards are divided into two categories:
Text-centred standards
User-centred standards
I. The Seven Standards of Textuality are: 
1. Cohesion
2. Coherence
3. Intentionality
4. Acceptability
5. Informativity
6. Situationality
7. Intertextuality
II. Constitutive vs Regulative Principles
The seven standards above are constitutive principles, they define what makes a text a text. If any standard is missing, the text fails to communicate effectively. There are also three regulative principles control how well the text performs in communication:
1. Efficiency
2. Effectiveness
3. Appropriateness 
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
