Collective Nouns
A collective noun is a word that refers to a group of people, things or animals as one entity. Some examples are: audience, class, club, committee, company, council, crew, family, government, public, staff, team, crowd, etc. Collective Nouns can take either a singular or a plural verb. a. We use a singular verb when all the members of the collective noun are performing an action as a unit. e.g. The cast is rehearsing for today’s show. b. We use a plural verb when the members of the collective noun are performing an action as individuals. e.g. The cast are practicing their lines. (the members are acting as individual people doing separate things)
