Previewing: Purpose: Orientation; Comprehension: Low.
Predicting: Purpose: Engagement; Comprehension: Moderate.
Skimming: Purpose: Overview; Comprehension: Low.
Scanning: Purpose: Fact-finding; Comprehension: Minimal.
Active Reading: Purpose: Deep engagement; Comprehension: High.
Intensive Reading: Purpose: In-depth understanding; Comprehension: High.
Extensive Reading: Purpose: Enjoyment/Fluency; Comprehension: Moderate to high, depending on text difficulty.
Structure-Proposition-Evaluation (SPE): Purpose: Critical analysis; Comprehension: High.
Survey-Question-Read-Recite-Review (SQ3R): Purpose: Study efficiency; Comprehension: High.
Critical Reading: Purpose: Analytical judgment; Comprehension: High.
Inferential Reading: Purpose: Interpretation; Comprehension: High.
Detailed Reading: Purpose: Comprehensive understanding; Comprehension: High.
Summarising and Paraphrasing: Purpose: Retention; Comprehension: Moderate to high.
Questioning: Purpose: Focused engagement; Comprehension: Moderate to high.
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
