Comparison & Contrast Text

1. Definition

In comparison and contrast, the writer places two subjects’ side by side and examines their similarities and/or differences.
 
Purpose: To clarify the qualities of each (inform) or to make a point (persuade).
2. Organisation of Comparison/ Contrast paragraph 
Paragraphs that compare and/or contrast two subjects are either organised subject-by-subject or point-by-point. 
3. Structure of Comparison/ Contrast Paragraph
The topic sentence 
Supporting sentences
Concluding sentence

4. Transitions 
Many transitions can be appropriate in comparison or contrast depending on the content.
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
