A person may be talented in communication or marketing, but this alone is not enough. If students pay for lessons and feel that they did not learn anything useful, they will not continue. Therefore, a teacher must first build professional confidence in:
· planning lessons,
· managing time,
· correcting mistakes,
· teaching vocabulary,
· improving pronunciation,
· understanding learner needs.
2.2 How beginners can develop this skill
Before launching a private teaching activity, beginner teachers should gain experience through:
· volunteering,
· part-time teaching,
· working for a school or language center,
· tutoring a small number of learners.

This is more realistic than trying to create a large online business immediately.
