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The active voice describes a sentence where the subject performs the action stated by the 

verb. It follows a clear subject + verb + object 

With passive voice, the subject is acted upon by the verb 

Examples 

The teacher asked a question    

In the passive voice : 

A question  was asked by the teacher  

Explanation :  

The object of the active voice sentence ( a question ) becomes the subject of the passive voice 

sentence.   

The verb consists of the past simple of the verb to be + past partcipale of the verb in the active 

voice sentence (asked)  

In the present simple, the teacher asks a question 

 We turn to passive voice we say : a question is asked by the teacher. 

Active  voice (Subject pronoun) Passive voice ( object pronoun) 

I me 

You  You  

He  him 

She  Her  

It  It  

We  Us  

They  Them
