 	A modal verb is a helping verb that is used along with the main verb to represent the ability, possibility and probability of a subject to do an action and emphasize on the necessity of an action. While using model verbs, remember that they:  
1. Model verbs don't use an 's' for the third person singular.
2: They make questions by inversion ('she can go' becomes 'can she go?').
3: They are followed directly by the infinitive of another verb (without 'to).
