We use this/ these for things near you (here).

We use that/ those for things that aren’t near you (there).

We use this/ that for singular.

We use these/those for plural.

this, these, that, and those can be used as adjectives: this (adj) watch (noun).

this, these, that, and those can also be used as pronouns: What (wh question) 1S (verb)
this (pronoun, can be replaced by «it”)?
